SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT

This License Agreement is made and entered into between WebsiteCM Software Inc.
hereinafter referred to as "WebsiteCM," and the software purchaser, hereinafter referred to as
the “Licensee,” collectively referred to as the “Parties.”

RECITALS

Licensee has received software provided by WebsiteCM, and desires to use the software and is
willing to do so on the Terms and Conditions set forth below.

If licensee does not agree with this License Agreement, Licensee is not permitted to install or
use any software provided by WebsiteCM. By installing and using software provided by
WebsiteCM, licensee hereby agrees to be bound by the terms of this legally binding agreement,
and affirms they are of legal age and in a position to do so.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above recitals and the mutual promises and
conditions contained in this Agreement, the Parties agree as follows:

COPYRIGHT

1. Licensee acknowledges that patents, copyrights and trademarks of the software and
associated documentation are the exclusive property of WebsiteCM.

SOFTWARE LICENSE

2. The software is licensed, not sold. WebsiteCM licenses the licensee to use the software
on a non-exclusive basis, on the licensed domain only.

3. Licensee may NOT modify, decrypt, reverse engineer, create derivative works of the
software, or facilitate any third-party to do so. If found doing so, Licensee will be dealt
with to the maximum extent of the law.

LIMITED LIABILITY

4. WebsiteCM provides NO warranty or guarantee in relation to the software. While
WebsiteCM takes measures to ensure the accuracy of its software, it may contain
inaccuracies and/or errors that could cause incorrect operation, including, but not limited
to loss of data/information. Licensee agrees to use this software at their own risk and
agrees to take responsibility for regular backups of their important data.

Under no circumstances, including, but not limited to, negligence, shall WebsiteCM be
liable for any indirect, special, exemplary, or consequential damages that result from the
use of, or the inability to use the software, even if WebsiteCM has been advised of the
possibility of such damages. In no event shall WebsiteCM's total liability to Licensee for
all damages, losses, and causes of action (whether in contract, tort, including, but not



limited to, negligence, or otherwise) exceed the amount paid by Licensee, if any, for
software. Because some states do not allow the exclusion or limitation of liability for
consequential or incidental damages, the above limitation may not apply to Licensee. In
such states, WebsiteCM's liability is limited to the greatest extent permitted by law.

TERMINATION

PARTIAL INVALIDITY

invalid, void or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall nevertheless continue in
full force and effect without being impaired or invalidated in any way.

CONTAINMENT OF ENTIRE AGREEMENT

7. This license is the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes any previous

understandings, promises or agreements, orally or otherwise, which are not embodied
herein. No other agreement, statement or promise not contained in this Agreement shall
be valid or binding. Any modification of this Agreement shall be effective only if it is in
writing, signed and dated by WebsiteCM.

GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION

8. This Agreement shall be governed by, and construed under, the laws of the province of

British Columbia. Jurisdiction and venue for all purposes shall be in the city of
Vancouver, province of British Columbia.
